1. Candidates must be graduates of Canterbury, or coaches with a minimum of 5 years coaching at Canterbury.

2. Student-athlete candidates must graduate to be eligible for the Hall of Fame. First eligibility will be in spring following graduation (freshman year of college).

3. Selections are based primarily on ACHIEVEMENTS while at Canterbury, but ACHIEVEMENTS at the college or professional level will also be considered.

4. Candidates must be nominated by someone who has personally witnessed and can document the nominee’s athletic accomplishments as a student or coach.

5. Candidates need to be nominated only once. Prior nominees will automatically be reviewed each year.

6. Nominations are accepted during the month of March and are submitted to the Canterbury’s Athletic Director, 990-62nd Avenue NE, St. Petersburg FL 33702.


7. Voting takes place in April and new inductees are honored at the All-Sports Banquet in May. Inductees receive plaques sponsored by the Crusader Booster Club and their names are added to the Hall of Fame Recognition Boards in the Kenyon Field House.

8. A maximum of 5 new members were inducted into the Hall of Fame in the inaugural year, with a maximum of 3 new inductees each year thereafter.

9. Decisions of the Hall of Fame Selection Committee are final.
